Modified LESSON PLAN TEMPLATE

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Subject(s): Civics and Economics
Topic or Unit of Study (Title): the US Constitution
Grade Level: 12th
Materials: integration comparison chart, laptops
Summary (and Rationale):  
Students will be guided in a discussion of the laws that govern local, state and federal governments. We will discuss how different issues are handled at each level, and who decides the law for a variety of circumstances. Students will then use technology to research the laws at the local, state and federal level and then present their findings before the class. 

I. Focus and Review (Establish Prior Knowledge): [10]
We have learned this week about the laws that govern the United States, and now it is time to learn about laws on the local and state level. How are they different? How are they similar? Students will be reminded of the laws and government that govern the US as a whole, and we will move into a discussion of the governing of local counties and states. 
II. Statement of Instructional Objective(s) and Assessments:

Students will compare the Constitutions and the structures of the United States and North Carolina governments (e.g., the various NC Constitutions, local laws and ordinances.) and use this information in groups to fill out a chart with various topics outlined for comparison. They will then present their findings as a group to the class and write down information that their peers present as well. 
	After the activity (next day), students will be given a unit test. The test will contain information from the week, and be graded as a test. Before the test students will be given a study guide containing the questions on the test, but not a selection of the possible answers. If the students have completed the study guide, they will receive 2 extra points on the test.

Assessment: [50 minutes]
III. Teacher Input (Present tasks, information and guidance):  [15 minutes]
I will lead the class in a discussion of the laws that govern local, state and federal governments. We will discuss how different issues are handled at each level, and who decides the law for a variety of circumstances. 
IV. Guided Practice (Elicit performance): [45 minutes]
I will then present their handouts, and direct them to get a laptop from the cart. We will review how to use technology to complete an assignment and I will allow them time in their groups to research their levels of government. They will then present as groups, and write down the information provided by their peers. 
V. Closure (Plan for maintenance): [10 minutes]
I will provide any additional necessary information from the lesson, should there be any holes in their research. I will then pass out the study guides and direct them to complete them at home. 
VI. Independent Practice: [30 minutes]
Students will complete their study guides at home using their textbook, notes from class and any research they have completed from the unit.
